NON-CREDIT COURSES: If you plan to enroll in Non-Credit courses, you need only to complete questions

CREDIT COURSES - If you plan to enroll in Credit courses, you need to follow the instructions for General Admission Requirements for Credit Courses.

        GENERAL ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS FOR CREDIT COURSES
Any person who has a high school diploma or the equivalent, or is at least 18 years of age and is able to benefit from a plan at the College may be admitted as a Curricular Student or as a Non-Curricular Student.  High school students may also be enrolled in credit courses with their principal’s permission.

CURRICULAR STUDENTS (FULL- OR PART-TIME) WHO WISH TO BE ADMITTED TO A SPECIFIC DEGREE, DIPLOMA OR CERTIFICATE PLAN SHOULD:

Submit a completed Application for Admission.

  2.
If you wish to be considered for in-state tuition rates, certain contract rates, or are planning to apply for Senior Citizen benefits, you must also complete the application for In-State Tuition.  This must be completed by the applicant and by the Parent or Legal Guardian if applicant is under age 24 and none of the specified conditions apply on page three of the Application for Admission.

Have high school or GED and previous college transcript sent to SVCC. 

        4.
Complete SVCC placement testing.  Contact Student Development Services at the College for a testing schedule.

        5.
After items 1 through 8 are completed, have an admissions interview with a college counselor for final acceptance into a plan.  Student Development Services will schedule your interview after items 1 through 8 are complete.

NON-CURRICULAR STUDENTS (PART- OR FULL-TIME) NOT WORKING TOWARD COMPLETION OF A DEGREE, DIPLOMA OR CERTIFICATE NEED ONLY COMPLETE ITEMS 1 AND 2 ABOVE.  

VETERANS.  To be eligible for full- or part-time VA educational benefits (GI Bill), a veteran must complete all steps for a Curricular Student.  VA applications may be obtained from the College Financial Aid Office.

FINANCIAL AID.  Anyone who will be a curricular student may apply for financial aid.  Applications may be obtained from the College Financial Aid Office.

SENIOR CITIZEN.  Persons 60 or over may be eligible for waiver of fees and tuition.  Contact the Office of Admissions and Records (see telephone numbers above) for details.

A FINAL WORD.  Mail all completed items immediately to the Office of Admissions and Records at the campus location you desire (see addresses above).
